	Fowler, a southwestern Kansas community, is located on Highway 54 in Meade County. It covers 281 square miles and has a population of approximately 590. The median household income is $24,257. Fowler's employment rate is 97.9%. Ethnocentric figures of the township are 85.2% Caucasian, and 14.8% of the population are of Hispanic origin.

	Fowler has many businesses that are usually not available in a town of its size. There are four churches, a public library, and an art center with unique opportunities for students and community members to receive instruction from well-known artists. Other businesses include an airport, hair salons, massage therapist, antique store, elevators, feed mill, eating establishments, a manufacturing facility, tax and insurance services, a meat packing plant, construction services, a convenience store, post office, feed lots, a bank, an auto repair garage, guided hunting excursions, a bed and breakfast, a green house, and a heating and cooling business.

	Fowler is primarily an agricultural community which supports a wide variety of business. Health services, including two family clinics and a skilled nursing home, are also available.

	The Fowler recreation commission provides many activities including softball, baseball, soccer, volleyball, football and basketball for youth in the area. The community has a variety of clubs and organizations such as boy scouts, 4-H and several civic clubs. Fowler has a city park with play areas for children, barbeque and picnic areas and a unique, round swimming pool. The city also has a six hole golf course.  (Statistics taken from the 2010 census)
