· Hold harmless – for transition from current to new formula; then gone

· FTE payment – standard per-student payment as determined by legislature

· Equalization – equalize discrepancy in property tax values; reduce state mandated mill levy and all districts to raise or lower their local mill levies to a rater determined by school board

· Block grants – non-competitive application for premium (rural) and at-risk (SES, bi-lingual, non-proficient) programs; teacher incentive programs also available

· County sales tax – opt-in to equalized education fund; must be voter approved; funding distributed to districts in county

· Legislative Education Planning Committee – bills to be introduced during 2012 (December 7)

· Contingency Reserves – keep at 10% until July 1, 2015

· Repel special education provision that places a minimum of 75% and maximum 150% of the amount per pupil; scheduled for implementation in the 2012-13 school year (which means not change)

· LOB computation – for special education, amend law to allow school districts to use the 2008-09 or current year whichever is higher.

· Extend KPERS law for working after retirement from Jul1, 2012 to July 1, 2015 (extends current law three additional years)
