If your child has two of the following symptoms: fever, chills, body aches, fatigue, headache, sore throat, diarrhea, new
loss of taste or smell, congestion, runny nose, cough, shortness of breath, or difficulty breathing—they should be
isolated until COVID-19 can be ruled out through a negative test or receive an alternative more likely diagnosis (like
strep throat). No alternative diagnosis, a positive COVID test, or refusal of COVID test (without alternative diagnoses
from physician) requires a 10-day exclusion from school (or 72 hours symptom free, whichever is longer)
